SHORT SYNOPSIS 
Today Europe’s southern borders are shielded with barbed wire and fences. But once, a trade flourished there that forcibly kidnapped thousands of African men and women into exile and exploitation. Giving voice to its Afro Andalusian memories, Gurumbé leads us to question Spanish identity, reminding us that África is weaved into its fabric.
LONG SYNOPSIS

Flamenco is synonymous with Spanish culture. Yet, since its inception, theorists have sidelined the fundamental contribution of Afro-Andalusians to this art form.

Commercial exploitation of the American colonies brought hundreds of Africans to Spain to be sold as slaves, forming a population which, over time, managed to gain space in a society wrought with racial prejudices. Music and dance were a fundamental part of their expression and the most important affirmation of their identity. As the black population began to disappear from Spain in the late 19th century, so too did their contribution to this extraordinary art form. In Gurumbé: Afro-Andalusian Memories, their story is finally told.

GURUMBÉ is probably the first film that has delved deeply into the history of slavery in Spain and the legacy of black African populations. Through 11 songs and the collaboration of renowned researchers, the film explores a theme as unknown as shocking.
Our film has opened an important debate in our country, about the relationship of the musical and expressive forms of flamenco with the routes of Atlantic slavery, the historical role of Spain in the history of the slave trade and the unknown percentage of black populations in our country until the nineteenth century, which represented in some cities like Seville or Cádiz as much as 12% to 15% of the population.
